The feed features articles with reports 
on the Pope and on the main events that take place in Rome and in 
the Universal Church, but also a number of materials that can be used 
for pastoral work, education, and prayer. This service will thus make 
it possible to strengthen the communion of American dioceses and 
parishes as well as all the dioceses and parishes worldwide with the 
Successor of Peter, a pressing need especially today in the era of fake 
AI-generated content. The Vatican considers this initiative important 
and urgent also in view of the fact that the Pontiff ’s mother tongue is 
English and, for the first time in history, the Pastor of the Universal 
Church is a citizen of the United States. You may have already 
noticed the feed on both the Diocese of Columbus and The Catholic  
Times websites.
